Terms and Conditions: 

[D] CHILD RATE 

Child upto 5 Years of age = No Charge (W/O seat & bed) 

Child between 5-12 years of age = 75% of the package cost with seat, extra bed & all meals. 

Child above 12 years of age = Full Charge 

[E] Booking: 

Non refundable deposit of 25% of the per person cost at the time of booking. 

Final payment to be made 15 days prior to the departure date. 

[F] Cancellation of Booking 

1- 40 Days prior to departure date = Full refund after deducting service tax. 

2- Between 25 to 30 Days = Refund after deducting Rs. 3000 per person & Service Tax. 

3- Between 15 to 25 Days = Refund after deducting Rs. 4000 per person & Service Tax. 

4- Less 15 Days prior to departure date = No Refund 

Note –  

1- Service Tax @ 2.58% shall be charged extra. 

2- Accommodation on Twin sharing basis. 

3- Vehicle – AC Innova 

4- All Vegetarian Meals. 

Do’s and Donts’ 

1- The passengers shall be allotted seats in the vehicle on daily basis on rotation. 

2- Pure Vegtarian and Hygienic food (without Onion and Garlic) shall be served on daily basis.  

3-  Every day the yatra will start from Vrindaban after an early break-fast at around 7:00 am and 

shall cover the days route and will terminate at Vrindaban by evening. 

4- There shall be Bhagwat Katha/Satsang/Raasleela Program at Shrinathji Dham.  

5- Towels shall not be provided in Economy Package. Please bring your own Towels.  

6- Please carry Clothes (As required), Torch, Umbrella, Medicines, Soap, Hot Water Bottles etc.  

7- The organizers shall not be responsible for guest’s Luggage. The guests will have to keep them 

locked & chained whenever going out for yatra/Darshan/etc.    

8- Doctor shall be provided only on chargeable basis. 

9- A non refundable amount equivalent to 25% of the total package cost shall be deposited by the 

customer at the time of booking. The balance amount shall be paid by the customer 15 days 

prior to the yatra date.
